APSCC 2008 Ready to Kick off


Seoul, 17 September 2008 – The APSCC 2008 Satellite Conference and Exhibition, renowned as the largest satellite conference in Asia, is set to welcome 300 participants to Jeju Island, as the event approaches.
Set for September 22-25, APSCC 2008 will highlight key issues impacting the development of  the satellite industry in the Asia-Pacific region, including new satellite application technologies, services strategies and regulatory issues currently faced by the satellite community, through CEO Roundtables, panel discussions and sessions over the three-day conference under the theme of “Satellites on the Move.” Considering the importance of the Asia-Pacific satellite market, APSCC 2008 is expected to see a high-level of attendance including CEOs, COOs, Managing Directors, Marketing Directors, Strategy Directors and Technology Directors relevant to the industry.
As a full-day-pre-conference program, the Military Satellite Services Workshop will be held on September 22 covering issues, applications, and equipments regarding military satellite services. The Military Satellite Services Workshop will present how Asian countries are using satellites for their military purposes and will examine the approaches for more efficient and applicable solutions among satellite applications for military satellite services.
On September 24, the 2008 APSCC Council and Plenary Meeting will be held to review the APSCC’s business plans. In the meantime, the APSCC President, members of the APSCC Board of Directors and Vice Presidents who will serve APSCC for a two-year term starting in January 2009 will be elected at this year’s joint meeting.
During the 3-day event, the APSCC 2008 Exhibition will also be held, where leading players of the satellite industry will introduce their latest technologies, innovations, products and services. Exhibitors at APSCC 2008 will explore new business opportunities with qualified, high-level decision makers who are planning to attend the event.
