APSCC 2007 Marks its Position as Asia’s Premier Satellite Event

Bangkok, 19 September 2007 – The APSCC 2007 Satellite Conference and Exhibition, Asia’s premier satellite event, took off on September 18 in Bangkok, Thailand.
