Overview of APSCC Membership
A Voice and a Vision for the Asia-Pacific 

From its establishment in 1994, APSCC has served the satellite and space community in myriad capacities. From its publications to its events, APSCC provides its constituents with the support and tools they need to flourish in their respective fields. To this end, one of APSCC’s most important functions is to bring together the various entities in the community for communication and cooperation. APSCC achieves this objective through its membership. In 2006, APSCC included over 100 members, and the membership list is growing larger all the time.

APSCC members are chosen from among the most prominent people and organizations in several space- and satellite-related fields, including manufacturers, launch service providers, satellite service providers, satellite risk management companies, telecom carriers, broadcasters, and government organization from Asia, Europe, Australia and North America. Together, the members comprise one of the most powerful global networks of its kind.
Members enjoy several rewards and advantages as a result of their association with APSCC. These advantages include special privileges and discounts for APSCC events, publications and opportunities. Membership is divided into five categories with different member criteria and benefits, each one created to suit the various needs of APSCC’s diverse membership body.
Membership Categories 
APSCC Membership is open to any government body, public and private organization, association, or corporation that is involved in satellite services, broadcasting, manufacturing, launch services, risk management or associate fields such as data-casting, informatics, multi-media, telecommunications, and other outer space-related activities with interests in the Asia-Pacific region. 

APSCC shall consist of Platinum, Gold, Regular, Affiliate, and Individual Members. The following are the qualifications and benefits that apply to each membership category. 
1. Platinum Member - USD 10,000 per year 
The Platinum Member category is open to any entity that is directly or indirectly involved with satellite- or space-related industries with interests in the Asia-Pacific region and shares the Council's aims and objectives.  Members shall provide financial support to APSCC through a single contribution of US$250,000 or more, or shall pay an annual fee of US$10,000. Platinum Members enjoy the highest benefits possible from APSCC Membership. Representation is transferable within the company.  

Platinum Members shall have the right to three (3) votes at the Plenary Meeting and the Council Meeting regarding important issues and matters related to the Council such as constitutional amendments and APSCC Board elections. Council seats are guaranteed in accordance with constitutional guidelines. They are also invited to all Council activities and Board meetings. 

Platinum Members shall have the greatest opportunity to participate in the decision-making processes. They are eligible to be nominated for Office positions, the duties of which include the establishment of guidelines, policies and priorities of APSCC. 

Platinum Members shall be entitled to discounts at APSCC-organized events plus complimentary full passes with the highest-priority speaking slot, a complimentary exhibit space at the APSCC Exhibition and free advertising in APSCC publications. Conditions of these benefits shall be determined by the Board of Directors in its sole discretion.

2. Gold Member - USD 5,000 per year 
The Gold Member category is open to any entity that is directly or indirectly involved with satellite- or space-related industries with interests in the Asia-Pacific region and shares the Council's aims and objectives.  Members shall pay an annual fee of US$5,000 per year. Gold Members enjoy the second-highest level of benefits from APSCC membership. Representation is transferable within the company.  

Gold Members shall have the right to two (2) votes at the Plenary Meeting and the Council Meeting regarding important issues and matters related to the Council such as the constitutional amendments and APSCC Board elections. Council seats are guaranteed in accordance with constitutional guidelines. They are also invited to all Council activities. 

Gold Members shall have the opportunity to participate in the decision-making processes on preferential basis. They are eligible to be nominated for Office positions, the duties of which include the establishment of guidelines, policies, and priorities of APSCC. 

Gold Member shall be entitled to discounts at APSCC-organized events plus a complimentary pass, with a preferential speaking slot and free advertising in APSCC publications. Conditions of these benefits shall be determined by the Board of Directors in its sole discretion.

( One complimentary full pass per year for any APSCC event of the Member’s choosing. 

( Additional 10% off the member registration rates for any APSCC events

( An additional 20% off listed member rates for booths at all APSCC Exhibitions

3. Regular Member - USD 3,000 per year
The Regular Member Category is open to any entity that is directly or indirectly involved with the satellite- or space-related industries with interests in the Asia-Pacific region and shares the Council's aims and objectives. Members shall pay an annual fee of US$3,000 per year. Representation is transferable within the company.  

Regular Member shall have the right to one (1) vote at the Plenary Meeting regarding important issues and matters related to the Council. Regular Members are eligible to be selected for council seats in accordance with constitutional guidelines. Regular Members are eligible to participate in the decision-making processes. They are eligible to be nominated for Office positions, the duties of which include the establishment of guidelines, policies, and priorities of APSCC.
Regular Members shall be entitled to discounts at APSCC-organized events with preferential consideration for a speaking slot. Also, they will be entitled to a free subscription and advertising discounts for APSCC publications. Conditions of these benefits shall be determined by the Board of Directors in its sole discretion.

Note: The Board of Directors determines the annual fees to be paid by government ministries, regulatory bodies, educational institutions, foundations, or entities in less developed countries as well as small and medium enterprises which have requested fee reductions, according to individual evaluation. Such applicants must submit the required documents for review by the Board, such as company overview, statement of number of employees, etc. 
The Board of Directors also decides upon fee reduction or exemption requests from APSCC members based on the qualifications of the requesting member. 
4. Affiliate Member - exempt from fee

The Affiliate Member category shall be available to international organizations and associations with common goals and objectives related to the satellite and space related industries with interests in the Asia-Pacific region. The Board of Directors approves acceptance of the applicant. Dues will be waived provided a reciprocal agreement is reached between APSCC and the member organization.
Affiliate Members shall have no voting rights with respect to APSCC policy or governance at the Plenary Meeting, the Council meetings or APSCC elections. However, they may attend them and offer suggestions. 
Affiliate Members shall be entitled to discounts at APSCC-organized events, a free subscription to APSCC publications, advertising discounts, and a listing on the APSCC website displaying member’s logo and a link to the member’s official website. Conditions of these benefits shall be determined by the Board of Directors in its sole discretion. 
5. Individual Member - USD 300 per year

The Individual Member category shall be restricted to academics, consultants and professionals (not being a firm, corporation or other entity) who are directly or indirectly involved with the satellite or space related industries with interests in the Asia-Pacific region and who share the Council's aims and objectives.  Members shall pay an annual fee of US$300. 

An individual member shall not represent any entity or his or her own firm. Individual membership is not open to a person from a profit-making entity employing more than 3 employees. 
Representation is not transferable and benefits are limited to a single representative. Individual Members are not eligible to be nominated for election to the President or the Board of Directors, the duties of which include the establishment of guidelines, policies, and priorities of APSCC. This membership category offers no voting right in the APSCC Meetings.

Individual membership applicants are required to include curriculum vitae with their application. The Board of Directors shall approve acceptance of the applicant as a Member. 

Membership Withdrawal

Membership, once approved, will be continuous until such time as a member has resigned or been removed from membership. APSCC members may withdraw from the APSCC membership by written notification to the President. 

Upon receipt of the notification of withdrawal, the President will announce the notification to members of APSCC at the end of October in the current year and withdrawal will take effect by the end of the current year. Any withdrawing member must fulfill its membership obligation until the end of the current year. The APSCC members who fail to fulfill the fee obligation will lose their membership status upon approval by the Council.
APSCC Membership Benefits
1) Networking Opportunities 
The overarching mission of APSCC is to satisfy all its member’s professional needs. Therefore APSCC tries hard to serve the interests of member entities through its general membership services. To this end, events are organized through regional coordination to allow members to discuss issues that affect the region and the industries and to provide members with opportunities for sharing information and networking with influential industry leaders, experts and decision makers and make a wide range of business contacts in the Asia-Pacific and worldwide at conferences, exhibitions, workshops, meetings, forums, etc. 

Events 

► Members receive discounts on registration at events organized by APSCC, including the Annual APSCC Conference and Exhibition. Discounts range from 10% to 50% off regular registration fees. Some members may receive free passes and speaking invitations as well. Members also receive special benefits for APSCC-endorsed events.
Custom and Individual Meetings
► APSCC may request meetings with specific parties of their choosing.

► Members may attend or request a wide variety of custom-designed business meetings with companies and organizations related to their field. 

2) Promotion and Information

Members receive subscriptions to APSCC publications, which consist of proceedings, reports, the Quarterly Newsletter, the monthly E-Newsletter and the APSCC Yearbook. With contributions from experts on the latest developments and cutting-edge technology and applications, APSCC publications keep members informed of critical issues in the business of satellite services, broadcasting, multimedia, data casting, outer space-related activities, and more.  APSCC’s official website also includes news and information about APSCC and its members. There are several ways that members may use these resources for information and individual promotion.

Business Promotion

► Yearbook Profile: All members list their company description with contact information in the APSCC Yearbook free of charge. As an industry reference book and up-to-date source of business information and contacts, the Yearbook is an effective way to reach others in the industry.
► Member News: Members can submit their organization’s news, such as acquisitions, regulations, latest services, and products, to APSCC’s monthly E-Newsletter, Quarterly print Newsletter and website.

► Article contributions and interviews: Members are invited to write articles or give interviews for the Quarterly Newsletter as well.
► Advertising: APSCC offers free advertising or reduced advertising rates in the Quarterly Newsletter, E-Newsletter, Program Guide and the Yearbook. The substantial savings offered in APSCC publications (compared to advertising rates in other industry publications) is another cost-effective way the APSCC helps members reach a targeted audience. 
► Website listing: All members are included in the online listing of APSCC members on the APSCC website. Each listing features a hyperlinked organization logo that will bring new visitors to the member’s website. 
Survey and Reports
In addition to its regular media publications, APSCC produces specific surveys and reports that contain valuable information on the latest developments in the field, including:

►New services, applications, and space technologies 
►Market analysis and industry trends
►Related laws, regulations, policies, and rules in Asia-Pacific countries

3) Business Representation and Facilitation 
APSCC assists its members in achieving their individual goals as well as supporting joint projects of mutual benefit to members and the satellite and space related industries as a whole. 

Joint Projects
► APSCC collaborates with other international organizations to help members with various business activities.
► APSCC organizes its own joint projects among member companies such as the Tsunami Relief and Reconstruction Committee

Business Facilitation
► Member companies and member countries that are new to the space/satellite industries will receive assistance and advice from the APSCC as they engage in new business ventures.

► APSCC establishes committees to carry out tasks for members concerning professional, technical and regulatory affairs and to promote satellite business competition by studying means of reducing service costs, improving system reliability, and creating new business models.
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
